My husband and | learned the hard way
that one cannot simply will a child into
creation, and when we were finally
expecting our son Jack, now 3, the one
person | was most excited to tell was
Deacon Romolo. | know this sounds
ridiculous - but after our marriage was
celebrated by a priest we hardly knew,
the prospect of having our first child baptized by a dear
friend seemed like a pastoral pinnacle.

About halfway through the pregnancy, | stopped Romolo in
the hallway upstairs near the rectory dining room and
asked him if he would baptize our baby-to-be. He excitedly
agreed and said a quick prayer over us (me and the baby).
My heart could finally rest. That’s the thing about Romolo -
he is simply filled with grace. Conversation with him just
puts one at ease.

We welcomed Jack a few days before his due date on
November 24 and finally scheduled his baptism for early
June of the following year. Between Advent, Lent, Easter,
and the university academic calendar, it seemed June was
the earliest we were all available. Invitations were sent and
food was ordered. Surely we would host a party to
properly welcome Jack into the Church!

And then, the week before Jack’s baptism, Romolo’s twin
sister became gravely ill. She passed away the day before
Jack’s baptism. Romolo was already traveling to Philly to
preside at her funeral.

Fear not, planners and worriers (of which | am both): Fr.
Dennis was miraculously available. He stepped in at a
moment's notice and welcomed our son into the church
with open arms, and of course, a poem. Since this day, I've
lovingly referred to Fr. Dennis as the world’s best back-up.

And just last February, Deacon Romolo baptized our
daughter Josie into the Church. How fitting that this was
the last gathering our family celebrated before the covid-
19 pandemic.

Today, as we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord, | am
reminded of these two beautiful days when my children
were baptized by colleagues | am blessed to call friends.

Through our baptism, we are invited to find God in all
things and to listen carefully to God’s plan instead of our
own. We are invited each day to be a presence in the
world, a presence like Jesus who cared for and about all
people of good will. We are called to reach out beyond
those who agree with us, who think like us, and worship
like us - no easy feat in today’s world.

It is with a heavy heart that | share with all of you that | am
stepping down as communications director at St. Mary. |
am immensely grateful for all the prayers, friendships, and
challenges we have faced together over these last six years
and look forward to continuing this journey with you as
parishioners and friends. This vibrant community has
taught me so much about love, justice, and mercy - my
heart is forever changed.
