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I write this having just returned from this 
year’s Grad/YP retreat. We had 29 members of 
the Grad/YP group at the Weber Center in 
Adrian, led by Fr. Trevor Rainwater, SJ, a newly 
ordained priest on faculty at U of D Jesuit High 
School in Detroit. On Sunday morning, Trevor 
had the group reflecƟng on significant deci-
sions of their lives, perhaps decisions made in 

the past, or perhaps decisions they are facing now. That got me 
to reflect on some of my own decisions, some of which brought 
me to the Society of Jesus and ordinaƟon, some to an academic 
career in MathemaƟcs EducaƟon, and some that finally led me 
here to St. Mary Student Parish. I’ve had the pleasure of serving 
here for seven years now, even though my earlier “academic 
self” never imagined that I might be assigned to (or even en-
joy!) parish work. It has become clear in my life that God’s im-
aginaƟon is much greater than my own, as God keeps sending 
new opportuniƟes my way just when I thought that there was 
nothing new under the sun. 

And so it happened again when I received a phone call from my 
Provincial Superior last summer asking me if I would be inter-
ested in taking a new job. In itself, this was not a surprise. AŌer 
seven years in an assignment like this, it is not at all unusual for 
us to be asked to move on. What was a surprise, however, was 
the offer to consider becoming the Chaplain to the Loyola Uni-
versity Rome Center campus. Yes. In Rome. The one in Italy!
Talk about things that I never imagined doing! 

It took some Ɵme, honestly, to adjust to this new possibility 
that both excited and terrified me. I have never lived outside 
the country for more than a few weeks at Ɵme, and Italian has 
never been on my list of languages to learn. And yet … the Spirit 
has a way of working, of conquering fears, and of opening pos-
sibiliƟes where none before existed. And so in late January, 
aŌer visiƟng the campus in Rome for a few days—and being 
extravagantly welcomed and encouraged by the staff and stu-
dents there—I told my provincial that I would be happy to take 
the job. 

As excited as I am to begin, leaving here will by no means be 
easy. I have enjoyed my years here at the parish, becoming 
deeply fond of so many of you—students, Grad/YPs, resident 
parishioners—that making this moving will be biƩersweet. No 
need to start with the goodbyes just yet, though. My departure 
date will likely be someƟme in late May or early June. I sƟll 
have a final RCIA group to welcome into the Church this Easter! 

When I look at all those on the Grad/YP retreat, I see them fac-
ing so many big decisions about grad school, about career 
paths, about relaƟonships and marriage. But as unique as that 
Ɵme of life may be, the big decisions keep coming throughout 
our lives, even if we can fall into the slump of thinking that 
there is nothing new under the son. Jesus told us that God’s 
ways are not our ways, and I have repeatedly learned what a 
wondrous giŌ that is. Because God’s imaginaƟon is much great-
er than our own, and that means our lives never lose the possi-
bility of being filled with surprises.

This is part of a series presented by the St. Mary AnƟ-Racism 
Working Group - a group of parishioners that works to help build 
what Dr. MarƟn Luther King, Jr. called the “Beloved Community”. 
As Pope Francis said, “we cannot tolerate or turn a blind eye to 
racism and exclusion in any form and yet claim to defend the 
sacredness of every human life”. In this column, we explain what 
the term “systemic” racism means and provide links to videos 
that may help members of our parish beƩer understand this 
concept. 
 
So, what is systemic racism? Cambridge dicƟonary online defines 
systemic racism as: “policies and pracƟces that exist throughout 
a whole society or organizaƟon, and that result in and support a 
conƟnued unfair advantage to some people and unfair or harm-
ful treatment of others based on race.” In other words, it is the 
systems within society that perpetuate inequiƟes for racial mi-
noriƟes.   

One key aspect of systemic racism is that these mechanisms op-
erate independently of any individual’s intenƟons or acƟons, so 
even if personal racism is not present, these unfavorable condi-
Ɵons and inequaliƟes for racial minoriƟes conƟnue to exist. 
Some examples of systems that oŌen perpetuate structural rac-
ism include the criminal jusƟce system, educaƟon, healthcare, 

banking and housing systems in the United States.  

In this video hƩps://www.youtube.com/watch?v=AjQBgBcbOyQ 
Ijeoma Olua explains more about what systemic racism is and 
how we contribute to the conƟnuaƟon of this type of racism 
even when we don’t mean to or don’t recognize it.  

This second video shorturl.at/vRSV1 “Racism in the United 
States: By the Numbers”, gives many concrete examples of ways 
in which systemic racism affects Black Americans. 

While the issue of racism may seem like a secular issue, it is an 
affront to the dignity of people of color. Catholic Social Teaching 
makes it clear that the life and human dignity of the person 
should be the foundaƟon for our moral decision making. The AnƟ
-Racism Working Group invites you to become a part of our 
efforts to transform ourselves and our parish through educaƟon, 
acƟon and accompaniment.
