Remember the old line from late-night commercials? –  
“But wait, there’s more!” 
 
It’s a good way to describe the faith journey that many people 
make each year through the RCIA (Rite of ChrisƟan IniƟaƟon of 
Adults). As we open ourselves to God’s nudges, we discover 
that God always provides so much more than we ever 
dreamed. There is always more when we grow deeper in our 
relaƟonship with Christ. 

 
For those seeking to be part of the Church, our weekly gather-
ings of our RCIA group will begin again on September 13. Please 
consider RCIA if: 
 
· You’re an adult who has never been bapƟzed 
· You were bapƟzed in another faith and would like to be-

come Catholic 
· You were bapƟzed Catholic, but were never confirmed

Never underesƟmate the power of a small group. I’ve discov-
ered this so oŌen from leading and coordinaƟng our groups 
here at St. Mary’s. Good things tend to happen when people 
are talking about God. 
 
One Michigan pastor describes the small group ministry this 
way: “Groups can help us develop a greater sense of Chris-
Ɵan community in a disconnected age. They help us pracƟce 
our calling to understand and love each other. As we share 
and listen to stories, we learn how others are aƩempƟng to 
intersect the common and the sacred life.” 
 
Here at St. Mary’s, our SCC groups, or Small Church Commu-
niƟes, discuss the Sunday readings and reflecƟons. But they 
also get a chance to think a liƩle deeper about their faith, 
and what it means to them. Hopefully, some good quesƟons 
arise: “How do I live as a child of God? Where do I see God in 
the things that can be a struggle? What does faith look like in 
my life? What might be holding me back from a deeper rela-
Ɵonship with God?” 
 
SomeƟmes, people just need a place where they can talk 
about faith in an increasingly secular world. 
We hear it from many students – they oŌen feel they don’t 
have any other place where they feel comfortable doing this. 

Their faith can feel compartmentalized – something they can 
pracƟce in church, but not so easily out in the world.

Our fall session begins soon. Groups will meet once a week 
for eight weeks to discuss the readings. (Note: Another eight-
week session is held during Lent). Study packets with reflec-
Ɵons, quesƟons and prayers are provided.
